The Latvian Association of Architects have held the Reviews of Latvian Architecture since 1996 with an aim to ascertain the most significant achievements made in architecture in Latvia, to identify and promote the high-quality buildings constructed and to facilitate development of Latvian architecture and urban construction, and creation of cultural landscape of high value. This event has become a highlight of the year for architects and builders in their creative collaboration and reflects the achievements and developments of the recent years in Latvian architecture. Since 2005, the International Jury has been entrusted with determination of the best designs.
